age?

A brief review of the history of the local television network envisioned by Jeremy
Hunt, and its journey to date. Using Estuary TV as a case study, and
quantitative data collected over a period of time, we will explore the idea that by
moving away from a linear broadcasting system could “hyperlocal TV’ become
more valued by the general public, and attract a new viewing audience?
